1920’s/Great Depression Homework Options 

Requirements- You must turn in 2 OPTIONS per week to get full homework credit. Each week you can earn up to 3 points for both options. This list will be used for three weeks so you can earn a total of 9 points for doing all three weeks on time and following the rubric below.
Rubric: To get full credit for each OPTION you must:

1) turn in ON TIME
2) Effort and Neatness
3) minimum of 125 words for written assignments

4) written (in blue or black ink) or typed neatly 

5) correct spelling and grammar
6) accurate historical information

7) List the OPTION you are doing at top of paper

1920’s: 

Option #1: Make up a dialogue between an angry mother and her rebellious flapper daughter. The mother is angry about her daughter’s wild behavior.

Option #2: Write a song (rock, rap, folk, country etc) about fun in the “roaring twenties.” You should write at least two verses and one chorus. Be prepared to perform your work in front of the class.

Option #3: Which activities of the twenties would have interested you the most? Why? Choose from: flagpole sitting, silent movies, jazz clubs, or any other activities discussed in class.

Option #4: Make a shopping list of items a flapper might buy.
Option #5: Why was the Scopes trial nicknamed “The Monkey Trial”?
Option #6: Do you think Sacco and Vanzetti were guilty? Explain. Do you think they would have been found guilty if their trial were held today? Explain.

Option #7: Make up a cartoon illustrating one way that people broke the Prohibition law. Make sure it is colorful and neat. 

Option #8: Make up a conversation between two people deciding whether they should or should not go to a speakeasy.

Option #9: Explain how buying on margin led to the stock market crash.

Great Depression: 

Option #10: Draw or describe in writing a farm in the dust bowl. What problems did these farmers face?

Option #11: Write a short story or poem using at least 5 of the 7 terms below: breadline, dust bowl, freight car hopping, eviction, Okie, migrant, buying a job.

Option #13: Make a list of inconveniences of living in a Hooverville or shantytown.
Option #14: Pretend there’s a depression now. Make a list of things you would buy to feed your family using only five dollars. Attempt the most nutritious meal possible.

Option #15: What do you think Franklin Delano Roosevelt meant by, “The only thing we have to fear is fear itself”? Do you agree? What were some of the things people feared during the depression?

Options #16: Pretend that you were a part of the C.C.C. Write a letter home describing what you do.

Option #17: Pretend that you are FDR. Write a Fireside Chat for broadcast on the radio.

Option #18: How does preparation for war stimulate the economy? Illustrate this or diagram it beginning with one munitions factory.

Option #19: Do you think the New Deal would have ended the depression even if World War II had not occurred? Explain.

Option #20: Which program of the New Deal do you think was most helpful? Why?

Option #21: Make a list of ideas to end the depression that were not used in the New Deal.
