Homework Options 

Requirements- You must turn in two OPTIONS per week to get full homework credit. Each set of 2 options are worth 3 points each. 

Rubric: To get full credit for each OPTION you must:

1) turn in ON TIME
2) Effort and neatness
3) minimum of 125 words for written assignments

4) written (in blue or black ink) or typed neatly 

5) accurate historical information

6) all work is done with academic integrity and is the work of the student turning in the assignment!

7) List the OPTION you are doing at top of paper

Option #1: Interview your parents on their opinions about legalized abortion. Include questions on how they felt when it was first legalized in 1973.

Option #2: Write a ½ page description on your definition of a liberated woman.

Option #3: Make a colorful poster promoting Earth Day or any other environmental concern.

Option #4: Write a list of interview questions for the Native Americans who occupied Wounded Knee, South Dakota in 1973. (5-7 questions)
Option#5: Make up a peace prize citation for President Nixon after his visits to China and Russia in 1972. Explain what his visits accomplished toward peace.

Option#6: In what ways did the Watergate scandal disgrace this country? In what way did the country find honor?

Options #7: How did the Watergate Senate hearings and investigation prove that even a president is equal before the law?

Option#8: Describe the opening of full diplomatic relations between the United States and China from the following points of view:

a) The United States

b) China

c) Taiwan

Option #9: ALL STUDENTS ARE REQUIRED TO COMPLETE THIS OPTION

Because Watergate led to much distrust among Americans toward politicians, it would be interesting to poll the level of trust today. This will take you a few days to complete. Use the questions to guide your poll. You will need to ask as many people as possible to answer these questions, but you must get at least 5 different people to respond. (if you can get more people the better). When you are finished, tally the results and be prepared to report to the class.

a) Is there any politician that you trust today? Who?

b) How often do you believe campaign promises?

All the time, most of the time, seldom or never

c) Do you consider politicians to be more honest and the people they work for?

d) Do you believe elected really care about the people they work for?

e) Do you think all politicians are rich?

f) Do you think politicians are more interested in public service or wealth and power?

g) How often do you feel that you’re happy voting for someone?

h) Do you vote in every election?

Option #10: Pretend you were a member of the family of one of the Americans held hostage in Iran. Write a diary entry or a letter to a friend expressing your feelings and fears.

Option #11: Make a political cartoon for or against President Carter’s policy with Iran. (Colorful and neat)
Option #12: Make a poster explaining how even/odd days for gasoline worked in the seventies. (Colorful and neat)
Option #13: Write 3 different slogans to convince Americans to conserve energy. Make sure to use color and make these slogans look nice.

Option #14: Why do you think Jimmy Carter was not elected for a second term of office?

Option #15: Explain the reasons why President Gerald R. Ford pardoned the former president Richard Nixon after the Watergate scandal. Do you think it was right for President Ford to do this?

Option #16: Choose a song from the 1970’s and write up a ½ page summary of this artists’ history. Bring the song into class and play if for the class. Explain to the class why you like this song.
