Homework Options 

Requirements- You must turn in two OPTIONS per week to get full homework credit. You will receive 3 points per week for Options that are submitted on-time. 
Rubric: To get full credit for each OPTION you must:

1) turn in ON TIME
2) minimum of 125 words for written assignments

3) written (in blue or black ink) or typed neatly 

4) correct spelling and grammar
5) accurate historical information

6) List the OPTION you are doing at top of paper

Option #1: What is Reaganomics? Do you feel this was an effective economic plan to help get America out of the recession of the 1970’s? Explain. If you do not agree explain what you thought was wrong with Reagan’s plan.

Option #2: Why was the Iran-Contra affair nicknamed Iran-Gate? Explain.

Option #3: Interview someone in your family that was alive during the Iran-Contra affair and ask him/her what they remember as most shocking about the affair?

Option #4: Should people convicted of white collar crimes be sent to low security prisons with better conditions than those found in regular prisons? Explain.

Option #5: Make a list of technological advances that have taken place since you were born. Do you think they have made life better or worse? Explain.

Option #6: Who, if anyone, do you think should be responsible for resolving the problem of the homeless? How could this person/group resolve it? Explain.

Option #7: Why was the candidacy of Jesse Jackson in the 1988 Democratic primary so important? Explain?

Option #8: Why do you think TV evangelists have such a large audience? Begin by explaining what TV evangelism (televangelists) is. 

Option #9: What is welfare? Do you think welfare should be abolished? Why or Why not?

Option #10: What were the pros and cons of the SDI program? In your opinion, do you think the money was well spent on this program? Explain.

Option #11: Why wasn’t there a larger anti-war movement during the Persian Gulf war? 

Option #12: Did the United States achieve its goals in the Persian Gulf war? Explain.

Option 13: Why do you think people supporting the war (Persian Gulf) often compared Saddam Hussein to Adolph Hitler? Do you agree? Explain.

Option #14: What happened to the Soviet Union by the end of the 1980’s? Do you feel like this event was good for America or was it a bad thing? Why?

Option #15: Why do you think President Bill Clinton won the election of 1992? What did he have that President George H. Bush didn’t? 

Option #16: What were some of President Clinton’s first political, economic and social achievements? You may make a chart and bullet point the achievements or write it in paragraph form.
Option #17: Research 3-5 acts of terrorism that took place during the 1990s. Write a short description of each and how you think each event impacted the United States?

Option #18: Locate and map acts of genocide that took place during the 1990s. Choose one act of genocide to write an in-depth explanation of what happened.

Option #19: Briefly explain what happened in Oklahoma City in 1995 and what happened at Columbine High School in 1999. What are the similarities and differences with each event and how do you think these events changed the United States in the late 1990s.

Option #20: Choose one of these artists and research their impact on American culture during the 1990s. Why do you think these group(s) were so popular at this particular time in history? (Nirvana, Pearl Jam, Stone Temple Pilots, Alice in Chains, Soundgarden, Foo Fighters, Collective Soul or other group that you find)
