World War II Homework Options

Requirements- You must turn in three OPTIONS per week to get full homework credit. Each OPTION is worth 10 points each. You will do this for 2 full weeks equaling 4 homework assignments and a total of 40 points.

Rubric: To get full credit for each OPTION you must:

1) turn in ON TIME
2) minimum of ½  page for written assignments

3) written (in blue or black ink) or typed neatly 

4) correct spelling and grammar
5) accurate historical information

6) List the OPTION you are doing at top of paper

Option #1: Make up a dialogue between an isolationist and someone who feels that we must get involved in the war.

Option #2: Make a political cartoon for or against getting involved in the war. Make it large enough for everyone to see if you were to present in front of the class.

Option #3: Pretend you are President Roosevelt. Make a radio speech for the American people explaining why you support the Lend-Lease Act.

Option #4: How do you think the following Americans might have reacted to the attack on Pearl Harbor?

· a small child

· a nineteen year old man

· the nineteen year olds mother

Option #5: Describe the attack on Pearl Harbor from Japan’s point of view.

Option #6: Make a small poster to get people to support the war effort and buy war bonds. (make sure to use color)

Option #7: Make up a rap, rock or country song which tells the reasons why Americans support the war effort. Be prepared to perform this in class.

Option #8: What problems did women face as they filled men’s jobs during the war? How would you have handled these problems?

Option #9: You are a soldier fighting on a Pacific island. Write a letter to your family or girlfriend describing your feelings.

Option #10: If you could interview a soldier who was fighting the Nazis or the Japanese, what questions would you ask him? (10 questions)

Option #11: Make a list of rights that you believe were violated when Japanese-Americans were imprisoned. Explain why you think these rights were violated.

Option #12: Why was it difficult for Stalin, Churchill and Roosevelt to reach agreements when they met at Yalta? Explain.

Option #13: Do you feel we did the right thing in using the atomic bomb to end the war, or should we have continued fighting knowing that many thousands more American soldiers would have died? Explain.

Option #14: Interview one of you grandparents or someone close to you that lived through World War II. Ask them if they thought the use of the atomic bomb was a good decision or not. Ask them to give some explanation of what they remember from that time. Be prepared to report you findings to the class.

Option #15: If you had been on the crew of the Enola Gay, how do you think you would have felt? Explain.

Option #16: The United Nations has been unsuccessful at stopping wars. Why do we continue to participate in it???
